LETTING GO

In early 1998, I was living in Ft. Worth, Texas, in the Savoy Apartments near south Hulen Street. I went out for a walk. I walked past a railing where several people were standing, looking down to a narrow corridor just below them. I looked down to the level below, at the end of a short ramp, to see what they were watching.  There, in the corridor, simply dressed, stood the Queen of England. I had seen her very close up in 1956, and standing there, she looked not much older. A couple of men were teaching her how to use a bow and arrow, to hit a target that was placed not too far away.  She looked quite clumsy at handling the bow and arrow. All my life I have loved photography. As I looked on, I thought, “I must run back to my apartment and get my camera”. It was beginning to rain. But, that didn’t bother me. It took me about fifteen minutes to get to the apartment. I grabbed my camera, and for some reason grabbed my Bible and a few other things. I barely made it down the steps, for my arms were loaded with things I thought I might need. They were not organized in my arms, but all jumbled together. By now, it was raining hard. Water was running in the streets. But, I was running quickly to get to the Queen. As I reached the curb that ran by my apartment, all the things I had jammed in my arms shifted. My Bible fell in the rainy, muddy street – nothing else – just my Bible. As I woke up, Abba said: ”Truth has fallen in the street”. (Isaiah 59:14)  

I have pondered that dream, many times. I had so much unnecessary stuff in my hands that I was clutching so tightly. In my rush to photograph the Queen, His Truth tumbled out of my hands and fell in the rushing muddy water in the street. I just stared at it lying there. I had too many things in my hands to stoop down and pick it up. I held on to what was of no eternal value.

I had the dream about 2006. 

Since then, Abba has removed from me my passion for photography. I was at the Damascus Gate in Jerusalem, taking pictures with my digital camera, as usual. I thought I put it in my pocket, when I left to go to the Garden Tomb. But, it had slipped onto the ground. When I got to the Garden Tomb and went to take it out of my pocket to take more pictures, I found it was gone. All of a sudden, Abba clamped down on my emotions and took over. He let me know that my time for taking pictures had ended, and gave me the peace to receive that message with joy.  I have left thousands and thousands of pictures in many albums behind in America--all telling wonderful stories of my life and travels-- but in following the Lamb, I can’t lug them here and there. It is the same with research books and files – When He says we must be mobile and free, He means it to the max!

By 2006, I had lived in Aqaba, Jordan, for seven years. At His command, in late 1998, early 1999, He instructed me to give away everything I owned and move 
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to Aqaba.  He instructed Steve Lightle to do the same in 1973. Read his book “Operation Exodus” – the most amazing story that will build your faith greatly! Father led him to give away his lucrative business in Washington state, and go to Russia to tell the Jews that the time of their exodus was near. Letting go—He always accompanies our obedience to letting go, with His wonderful love and joy, peace, and excitement. I had such joy welling up in my spirit when He instructed me to give away all and move to Jordan. The joy comes with the instruction. Steve just closed up everything in his safe, and never went back. The next day his best friend called and said that he had a strange word from Abba – that he was to take over Steve’s business. Our Abba has it all covered!

By the time I left for Aqaba, I had given away everything I owned, or stored it to be given away later. I went to Aqaba with three suitcases of things I would need there.

So, the “stuff” in the dream was not representing material “stuff”, but psychological and emotional “stuff”… things I held onto, that, if I did not let go of, would cause the truth that I had learned all during my life to fall in the street and be muddied. 

When I left for Aqaba, April 18, 1999, I was very overwhelmed emotionally with leaving my children and grandchildren, whom I did not think I would see ever again. I was a lonely child—an only child. My parents were older, and left me to myself most of the time. I had few friends because all I wanted to do was witness to the Savior, teach the Word, and study the Word—even as a young child. So, worldly-minded young people my age—both in my church and seculars—avoided me. I wanted to be a missionary, so I spent many hours reading the lives of missionaries, and preparing myself for “the mission field”.  

So, in Aqaba, out of loneliness, I clung to security blankets--trying to fit in with people who did not want to be obedient to His Torah—going to church meetings, prayer meetings, and social gatherings of believers, because I was lonely and bored. I craved to be with people that spoke English and believed in the One in Matthew, Mark, Luke and John.  But, I would be so tormented at times with their religion, and attitudes that were against His Covenant. But, my loneliness drove me to compromise until I began feeling death all around me during the church meetings and prayer gatherings--so much so that I would get sick after the meetings. So, I had to stop going. Abba made it very plain that I had to stop trying to blend in with those who blatantly disobeyed the Torah, but said they believed in Jesus. Every time I went to the prayer meetings, some would come against me for my stand in obedience to Torah. They kept the Jewish Friday night dinner tradition, but often went out to dinner at a restaurant too, and shopped and worked on Shabbat. They enjoyed going to Jerusalem for the Festivals, but would not let go of “Jesus”.  One time I had a horrible case of bronchitis. I was at home for two months sick.  After I got completely well, someone invited me to a Bible study, with those who compromised the Torah. Abba had already told me not to go, but I was so lonely that I went. That night after getting in bed, horrible coughing took me 
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over…it was so bad that my landlady, who was downstairs, thought of calling me an ambulance to take me to the hospital. I repented of going without His permission, and the coughing immediately ceased and did not return. I learned those years not to do anything, teach anything, or believe anything, unless Abba Yahuweh Himself instructed me. He forced to walk a very straight plumb line. He is very jealous. He wants complete control of us. He won’t play our games.  My hearing has been 100% accurate. He came to me first when I was four. Even then, I knew His voice. But, as I tell people, my obedience level had to grow by the things that I suffered for disobedience.  

After my staying alone to myself for most of six years in my apartment near the town, He moved me to the north of Aqaba, to the “tenth district”. Because He separated me further, for two years I did not see the people I knew there. But, it was during this time that He showed me the timing of the coming of Messiah, and taught me many secrets of His wisdom and knowledge that I have been writing about. 

My landlord and his wife were Armenian Catholics, and I enjoyed their friendliness. I learned to enjoy the silence of the “tenth district”.  But, my eight years in Aqaba, was a wilderness experience for sure. I did go over the border for all Festivals in Jerusalem from 2000.  He gave me friends in Israel.  He also let me travel quite a bit to preach and teach, going to three countries of Africa, to Russia, the UK, Europe, and back and forth to the U.S.  But, for the most part, during those eight years, I made friends with aloneness.  His Presence would fill my apartment, and I learned to live with Him as my constant Companion. One time, I stayed alone to hear from Him for six weeks. All the Americans had gone home for the summer. In early September, I was walking in my apartment, and stopped by the sofa, and said to Him: “It would be so lovely to hear a human voice in English, and to have some chocolate pie”.  Thirty minutes later, I heard a knock on the door. It was a pastor from Alabama, who had returned the day before. He was holding something in his hand. I invited him in, and we had the most wonderful fellowship. He said that he believed that the foundation of all truth was Yahuweh’s Torah!  He had baked a chocolate pie and had brought me a large piece of it. I made it last three days. Abba is so good to give us special things out of His love!

During my time alone, He showed Himself strong, giving me many wonderful miracles of His love.  I learned His ways, His nature, His thinking, and His personality. I learned things about Him that I would never have learned being busy in American society. I learned how much He loves me. I learned to be content with His Presence around me.  I submitted to the aloneness. In fact, I grew to be very content with it. I love people, but must retire after fellowship to be alone with Abba.  I love to laugh. I enjoy life. But, the call into His Presence is the strongest call of all.    

When He told me my time had come to leave Aqaba, and begin coming into Israel, and to go to other countries to teach, I came up out of the wilderness 
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“leaning on my Beloved” – Song of Songs 8:5. In the last two years, I have traveled and taught in different countries more than ever before in my life. So, my desire to be with His people is being fulfilled. Now being lonely is a thing of the past.   

Now, I hear of many in America that are selling their homes, liquidating what they don’t need, giving things away, downsizing, and preparing to leave their security blankets, to follow the leading of Abba Yahuweh.  That’s great!  But, unfortunately, in all their zeal to “get out of Babylon”, few are tested and disciplined, and know how to walk in faith in total dependency on Yahuweh, so they impatiently try to make things happen for their good, and are unwilling to allow Him to break them, re-make them, mold them, and turn them into a humble, submissive, obedient, servant.  

Many try to do their moving and shaking to make things happen, and when they don’t get what they want job-wise, or housing-wise, or get disgruntled with a foreign culture, they lose faith and turn to their own reasoning. Many get into fear, and will not submit to His “Fear Not”.  Most run to man for help, and never find the joy of living in His Presence, His provision, His protection, and His peace.  Walk the hard road—it is the best road in the long run.

Psalm 94:12-13: “Blessed is the man that You discipline O Yah, and instruct out of Your Torah, to give him rest from the days of evil, until the pit is dug for the wicked”.  

Most are relying on their minds and emotions, logic, reasoning, feelings and attitudes, to guide them—not His Spirit. Knowing Him—His nature and ways--is almost non-existent for most.  Therefore, they are operating, not in the nature of the Messiah, who was totally dependent on His Abba, but in their own carnal nature—“flesh”.  Because they do not let Him teach them, and lead them, they go to the Internet to find His will, or go by their own reasoning outside His Word. There is little transformation, if any, of the mind (the soul) so that it conforms in obedience and humility, in death to self, to the re-born spirit that contacts the eternal realm. Knowledge of walking by faith – trusting what He has said without seeing any evidence of it (Hebrews 11:1), -- is almost a foreign thought. Dependency on Him for everything is almost non-existent in their thinking. Fearing Him is almost non-existent.  So, many step out to leave “Babylon”, yet Babylon has not left them.

Many resort to complaining and gripping. The fruit of the re-born spirit, which operates in peace, is out the window. Therefore, they step out to follow Abba, 

but fall on their face, because the Scriptural lifestyle of the bond slave, the servant, the disciple (a taught one) of Messiah, is foreign to them. The slightest fear and they resort to the logic of the “flesh”… and completely lose faith -- which trusts Abba, no matter what is seen, heard, or felt. 

Faith bypasses the five senses—the carnal nature. Faith touches the eternal realm of Yahuweh!  Faith is an action word. It does not mean having a “belief system”. Faith means that what is believed, is put into practice and walked out in daily life. Faith is on the move. Faith steps out to obey without compromise. 
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In the summer of 2007, after leaving Aqaba, Abba gave me a dream, which ended with His words: “I am removing all security from you”.  Now, I find that living by faith is natural … hearing His voice daily in instruction is natural … obeying Him is natural … fearing Him is natural… living in His Presence is natural.   

I have written so many things about walking by faith…like the manual “Faith Walk”, and the articles “Daily Flowing in His Perfect Timing” and “Led”. 

But, it is somewhat like reading about how to ride a bicycle. You have to get on 

the bicycle and ride it, fall off, get back on, and keep going on until you can ride it without falling. This is the life of a tested one. It is an old cliché, but true: “Yahuweh never directs a parked car”.  He only leads and guides those who are daily flowing in His perfect will, in His perfect timing, because they have no self-life—they are totally committed servants.

Unless we submit ourselves in faith to His testing, we will never grow up, mature, be responsible servants, and go forward to endure and overcome to the end. (Hebrews 12)  Spoiled, cushy-loving, undisciplined, immature people, will never be able to stand when faced with the reality of standing for Truth when the world is out to destroy it. They will think of how to compromise to save themselves. 

I hear so many, Torah-guarding believers too—who whine and complain, about food, lodging, conditions that are not comfortable and easy, about someone who offends them, and on and on – and I feel like spanking the bratty little toddlers to shut them up, because complaining is an immature childish attitude. If you are a spoiled child -- sleep on the floor, fast and pray, deny your flesh—and grow up. He needs mature, responsible, faithful, obedient servants, who don’t balk at what He says.  

We are to praise Him in all things! “I will bless Yahuweh at all times. His praise shall continually be in my mouth” (Psalm 34:1) If you are busy praising, singing, and are full of His joy and love, you won’t have time to be a spoiled child.

We must live in an attitude of humble repentance—looking into our own heart for the sin. Playing the “blame game” with others is just like toddlers in a sandbox fighting over a pail and shovel. 

Psalm 139:23 should be our prayer: “SEARCH ME, O El, and know my heart. TRY ME, and know my thoughts. And see if any wicked way is in me, and lead me in the way everlasting”.   

I first heard this story in Sunday School as a teenager. It had a strong impact on my life:  One day a father set his little seven year old girl on his lap. She had been playing “dress up”, and had on a lovely dress, her mother’s high heeled shoes, and was wearing her favorite necklace—a string of glass colorful beads her aunt had bought for her. He father told her how nice she looked. But, he said: “Please, I want you to give me your glass beads—you no longer need them.  She was very shocked and saddened. “No daddy”, she said. “These are my special beads; I need them”.  He pled with her that she should give them
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to him.  Finally, because she loved and trusted her daddy, she let him take them from around her neck.  He put them in her pocket. She began to cry. But, then, he pulled from the other pocket a small box. She was curious as to what it was, and stopped crying. He let her open it, saying that because she was a big girl now, he could trust her with something very precious. She opened the box, and in it was a string of pearls with diamonds in between each pearl, that had belonged to her great grandmother. She hugged her daddy’s neck—“oh how beautiful, she said…thank you very much”.  Letting go…oh the joy!

So many times, our good heavenly Abba wants to put us on His lap and give us His precious secrets, His blessings, His fellowship, and His wisdom, but because we cling for dear life to what is fake and worthless, we often won’t allow Him to give us the precious jewels of His love. 

It is time to discipline body and soul to align both to the plumb line of Truth that is in our re-born spirit. Forty things happen by Abba’s Spirit when we are truly born of the Spirit, and one of them is that we receive the nature of Messiah. II Corinthians 5:17 says that we become a “new creation”. Hebrews 4:12 tells us that the Spirit’s sword cuts between soul and spirit. This happens at the new birth, and the spirit is perfected and the door to eternity is opened. The soul (mind, will, emotions) has to be disciplined to align to the spirit, so that it doesn’t fight the spirit with its sin nature, flesh nature. “The mind is the battleground”. The spirit has the power to bring the mind into subjection to Yahuweh – but it takes concentrated effort, discipline, humility, a yielded and a zealous passion for the One who loves us so much!

I have walked by faith for many years. This is why I know Him so well. He has a consistent personality. But, in trying to convey this life to almost all believers, who have a mental believe system, but do not understand the open door of the spirit to the eternal realm, they look at me as if I was talking in a foreign language. This is because “the natural man cannot receive the things of the spirit, for they are spiritually discerned” (I Corinthians 2:14).  If one is only used to reasoning in their mind by logic and intellect, which can only relate to this natural world, then they have no spiritual discernment, and His world is like a foreign place to them.  Yes, people know to pray and to do what they call “worship”. But, they do not know what it is like to know the real Elohim of Israel, who speaks to us daily and personally, and gives us assignments to do for Him, as His servants.  For, western mind programming locks almost all into a philosophical concept of a Greek and Roman God. The personality of Yahuweh and Yahushua must be learned by personally knowing Them.  Besides, prayer is mostly for listening—so is worship. Worship is not about a lot of noisy music, or sentimental music either. It is about resting in the Dwelling Place of the Most High, under the shadow of the Almighty. Their personality is not westernized. 

Our Messiah stayed in contact with eternity. He did not get involved in the “affairs of this life”, but lived to please only His Abba.  He was filled with His Abba’s love, joy, peace, kindness, gentleness, long suffering, humility, faith, and self control.  He was dead to “self” a long time before He said “Not My will 
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but Yours be done” and went to the stake.  

Death to self will has to be a daily process, until the mind naturally submits to the Spirit’s leading without any “but”, excuses, or pathetic whining. If we are not used to saying “no” to our flesh, we won’t become “saints” overnight, when faced with prison, torture and death. 

“Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts with praise. Give thanks to Him. Bless His Name. For Yahuweh is good!”. (Psalm 100:4)

Yet, most people after whining and complaining, and feeling pity for themselves, think it OK to pop into His Presence anytime, with their long lists of “do this” “do that”…. And “why didn’t You?”…  

My friends, it takes soaking in the oil of myrrh before we go before His throne. Myrrh is best known in Scripture as the oil of embalming the dead. (Refer to the recent article: “On Assignment” to learn more about myrrh) 

Esther soaked in myrrh for six months, then in other spices for six months, before going before the pagan King, as His wife.  Messiah Yahushua will not have anything but a totally pure, set-apart, and blameless wife, who follows Him wherever He goes, and has no other desires but His.  

From I Corinthians 10:1-12, verses 9-11: “…neither let us try Messiah as some of them tried (vexed) Him and were destroyed by serpents, neither grumble, as some of them also grumbled, and were destroyed by the destroyer. And all of these came upon them as examples, and they were written as a warning to us, ON WHOM THE ENDS OF THE AGES HAVE COME”.  Read Exodus, Numbers and Deuteronomy. Read what to avoid, in order to not be rejected by Messiah in these last days before His coming.  

A humble woman anointed Messiah with myrrh before He was nailed to the stake. We must soak ourselves by repentance and humility in the oil of “death to self”, so that none of “self” remains, and our eyes are only on Him.  

Galatians 5:22-24: “But, the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. Against such there is no Torah (no instruction from Yahuweh). And, those who are of Messiah HAVE nailed the flesh to the stake, with its passions and desires.

If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.”  Carefully and prayerfully read Romans 6. We were born of the spirit that we might be servants of righteousness, and not the servants of our fleshly desires. 

Psalm 123:2: “See, as the eyes of servants are toward the hand of their masters, as the eyes of a female servant are toward the hand of her mistress, so our eyes are toward Yahuweh our Elohim”. This is our new life, 24/7.

It appears that, after all the instruction I’ve given on knowing Him, walking by faith, moving in the Spirit, and preparing for the Kingdom, that most think all I am about is gathering information about the new world order, the beast, the flu, and martial law.  But, that is the least of what I am about … telling people what Lucifer is doing is only so that people will wake up as to what Yahuweh is doing to prepare for Yahushua’s entrance. As a watchman, I must address the coming enemy, and warn people to obey Yahuweh. 
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Many have a head full of knowledge about the Illuminati and the new world order, but do you also have a passion to see your neighbor transformed by the blood of Messiah, with knowledge of His salvation and Yahuweh’s Covenant?  We must all be watchmen if we have knowledge of what the enemy is about to do!  (Ezekiel 33:1-7) Knowing what is coming, and not warning people is a great sin. We are to put His spiritual shofar to our mouth and warn the sinners to turn from their sin, and receive His salvation. For if we do not warn them, their blood will be on our hands!  

We must thank Him for showing us what the enemy is doing, but as the knowledge has come into us, we must give it out, or else we will be like the Dead Sea.  Here is an illustration I learned as a child: The Jordan River flows down from Mt. Hermon, from the River Dan.  The Jordan River then flows into the Sea of Galilee (Lake Kinneret), at its north end, and out through its south end. The Lake is full of wonderful fish, is pure and clean, and used for drinking water.  But, when the Jordan River enters the north end of the Dead

Sea, it has no outlet at the south end. Therefore the sea has no life in it.  Nothing can live in it, because there is no outlet. Messiah is “the living water”—running, flowing water. He flows into us, and we must let His life flow out of us. Is your life like the Sea of Galilee, or the Dead Sea?  Is Messiah’s life flowing through you to others, or are you stagnating with no outlet?

One night I had a strange dream: I saw Messiah sitting behind a wooden desk, in a three-sided hut in a village in East Africa. People were coming to get water from Him to water their coffee trees.  As I watched, one man came from the opposite side from the others. He took a huge jug of water, and left the hut. Then later, he brought the jug back, still filled with the same water. He had not poured it out on the coffee trees. The Master was very angry. He said through gritted teeth: “DO NOT BRING MY WATER BACK TO ME”. We have received the water of life freely from Him; we must freely give it to others. 

Matthew 10:8: “Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely you have received, freely give”.  Study with me through the article: “The Manifestations of the Set-Apart Spirit”. He has given us gifts to use to set others free in spirit, soul, and body, by His miracle-working power. Let go of your pride and inhibitions, and your love of pleasing people, and step out to be a vessel through which He can pour His power and His love.     

I, now, am finding a rare breed of people who have the nature of Messiah. These are the ones who “know their Elohim” and who will “do exploits” in the days ahead.  They have no agenda but His. There is no mask, hiding selfish 

ambitions. They are so pure of heart, having been tested they remain like Messiah.  They are under His authority, and are powerful. He is gathering the true end-time remnant into sheepfolds, so that they can encourage each other. He is also separating out His Bridal remnant, and bringing them together in twos and threes.  It is to this remnant that I am being drawn heartily.  

He wants to simplify our lives. Messiah did nothing except what His Abba told 
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Him to do and say. (John 5:19, 30; 7:16; 8:28; 8:40; 12:49-50; 14:24)  It is the humble, obedient servant, who trembles at His Word and fears His Name, that He protects and honors, favors, and calls “friend”. I try to live such a simple life, and I find it hard, though most peaceful.  

I am a very quiet person. I stay to myself in my room most of the time. I have three places that I stay in different parts of the world, for 2-4 months at a time since leaving my apartment in Aqaba. If I am teaching, and stay with some one

1-3 days, then I enjoy the fellowship of getting to know new people. But, I do not chitchat. I find the world system incredibly boring and lifeless. I feel very uncomfortable with people who want to chitchat. So many go to meetings, then afterwards go out to eat, and all they want to do it chitchat about useless things—not discuss what they learned, or what Abba is saying.  Therefore, when I talk, I want to talk about what my Beloved is doing. Many like to get me into conversations about “what’s going on”… and I enjoy discussing it with those in the know. Right now, most everyone is in the know!  But, I feel empty, as if I am wasting my time and His time, if we do not talk about the coming King – the Mighty Beloved One.  

Many are all caught up in knowing what the evil one is doing, and they are doing absolutely nothing to bring the lost to salvation, with the message of Yahushua’s death and resurrection. They are doing nothing to bring the believers into the reality of Torah. They stay in their little religious world, and think themselves to be big stuff, important and spiritual. Yet, real spirituality is to visit the orphans and widows, to feed the homeless, to clothe the needy, to show humility and love to others and share the reality of knowing Him. 

Some serve the church, or their congregation, cooking lots of food for Shabbat, 

and do much service for the pastor or rabbi. But, if you are one of those, beware lest your identity is in what you do, rather than in what you are before Yahuweh. Beware lest your identity is in some title or position.

I was an ordained minister and had my own corporation. My identity was in my ministry. The wilderness took that out of me. It is best to only find identify in knowing our Beloved! Many times, people’s identity, their “self-esteem”, is based on performance—on pleasing people, and the attention and compliments they get for being such a hard worker.  You will not get rewarded for serving people in order to build your own kingdom—but in serving by command of the Master. 

Matthew 6:2-4: “Therefore, when you do a kind deed, do not sound a trumpet before you as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and streets, that they have glory of men. Truly, I say to you, they have their reward. But, when you do a kind deed, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing, so that your kind deed will be in secret. And, your Abba who sees in secret will reward you openly”.  Whether in giving money, or time in service to others, we must be humble and not exalt ourselves.  We want our rewards from the Master alone, not by being puffed up by some human, exalting our good deeds in public.  He is the only one you need to be concerned about pleasing!
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When I hear people exalting a big-name teacher, I know they do not study with the Teacher of teachers. Their joy is in telling others what big-name they heard speak. “Be not hearers of the Word only, but doers of the Word”.  Many have notebooks full of conference notes, but they do not live what they’ve learned. They do not follow the Lamb wherever He goes, but follow men who have nice sayings.

We have the privilege of going from Genesis to Revelation on any subject, and let Him teach. With a good exhaustive concordance, we can study thoroughly on every subject.  If you have learned, then YOU should be teaching. Why are not His people teaching and writing on what they have learned?  Dead Sea…

I hear many with heads full of knowledge, but when it comes time to put their heads under the guillotine blade, they will have no spirit-strength for that. What good will all your knowledge be when faced with trials and testing unto death?  Fasting and prayer and self-denial will prepare you for what is coming.

I suggest that people read about the martyrs, from, say, The Voice of the Martrys, or books like The Heavenly Man by Brother Yun, or Fox’s Book of Martyrs.  We need to pray much for those who are facing death as a lifestyle in places like China, and Indonesia, in Iran, in other Muslim nations, and etc.  In fact, we must have a lifestyle of prayer.  

In prayer, we hear from Him--we get His thoughts and find out what we are to do. Messiah spend whole nights in prayer. Then He went out to do and say what 

He heard His Abba tell Him in prayer. Prayer is mostly to listen. Supplication is asking – but we must not ask so much for ourselves, but for those who are really in need. Most of what people think they need, they don’t need.  We must get tough, and not let anything stop us from completing the course He has laid out for us. 

The true servant of Yahuweh is quiet, submissive, yielded, gentle, kind, and soft-spoken, yet their words are powerful because they are backed by Him who has said to the servant: “I TRUST YOU!”  Unless He has said to you, “I trust you”, so that He backs you, you have no business flaunting yourself. Too often, people think that those with the biggest and most aggressive loud voices are the most spiritual ones, but it is the opposite. People who have to exalt themselves are puny indeed.  He speaks to us with “the still, small voice” and He is the Most High and exalted One.     

Luke 17:29-33: “…  but on the day Lot went out of Sodom, it rained fire and sulfur from heaven and destroyed all. It shall be the same in the day the Son of Adam is revealed. In that day, he who is on the housetop and his goods in the house, let him not come down to take them away. And likewise, the one who is 

in the field, let him not turn back. REMEMBER LOT’S WIFE. Whoever seeks to save his life shall lose it, and whoever loses his life [for My sake and the Good News/Mark 8:35], shall preserve it.”  Please go back and read the article: “And His Wife Looked Back”.  

Because of religion, and cultural programming into tolerance of wrong, most Americans are eaten up with false mercy, false tolerance, false responsibility, 
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and false loyalty to family and friends--thus will be like Lot’s wife.  Many are hanging onto sentimentality, and have no concept of Messiah’s words to follow Him, forsaking all else (Matthew 10:34-39; Luke 14:25-33; Mark 8:34-38, etc). He seeks a faithful Bride—one who will leave all to be exclusively married to Him. He doesn’t want to marry someone who puts other people and things before Him.  He wants intimacy and exclusivity from His Bride. 

“Well done, good and faithful servant. You were trustworthy over a little, I will set you over much. Enter into the joy of your Master”. (Matthew 25:21)

Luke 14:33: “So then, everyone of you who does not give up all that he has, is unable to be My disciple”. Is He plain enough?  You must wear everything in this life loosely so that nothing can hinder you from following the Lamb, where HE goes. 

Everyone is called to die to self and follow the Master—EVERYONE!  Submit yourself to doing what He says for you to do.  We have no right to plan our days, weeks, months and years. He orders our steps. We have no right to say what we want to say – we must “bring every thought into captivity to Messiah” – II Corinthians 10:3-6) Our speech must be honorable to our Master.  

Letting go of the control of your own life will take you through the small little gate that leads to life. (Matthew 7:13-14) Few find this “narrow gate”. “FEW” means FEW.  All those controlling their own lives, and trying to control others, are on the “broad way that leads to destruction”. Only by humble submission to the Master is their real freedom. 

I do not apologize for being personal: Women! Are you dressing to please yourself, another human being, or cultural demands?  Do you thrive on compliments and flattery as to how you look and what you do?  Are you dressing modestly to please the Master?  Or are you wearing clothes that demean you as a woman?  Do your clothes cling to your curves front and back?  If they do, they demean you as a woman of Elohim, and you should be ashamed that you expose your body in such a manner.  In America, wearing jeans and low-cut blouses are “normal”, even for so-called “believers” in church or congregation. Yet, is this normal in Abba’s Kingdom—the Kingdom that is coming to earth?  Let go of your curling iron, your blow dryer, your make up, and your stylish garb—these things are attached to pride, and pride must die. He wants you to dress like an honorable woman of Elohim, one that is not a shame to His Kingdom. Why are you painting your face?  Again, pride in appearance. I used to wear gorgeous make up, color my hair, and dress in fad. I worked in the business world, and taught school and music. I thought I had to look the part of a professional.  Is your identity wrapped up in how you look, how you talk--how you appear to others? If so, ask yourself, if how you look, how you talk, and how you appear, is pleasing to the coming King of Kings!  All that matters is that we please Him. 

Men: Do you run around in shorts, tight pants, shirt open, and belly hanging out?  Discipline yourself. Be in top shape. Look like a man of Elohim. Many men 
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and women want to look sexy… how sad.  Both women and men: Respect yourself!  

Many men have pride in their job positions. In fact, their identity is in what they do. If they can’t find a similar job in another country, they stay where they are and deny what is falling apart all around them.  When faced with leaving, or being out of a job, they want a similar job in another country.  They want position, money, prestige, and honor.  But, men, in eastern culture, the  “work of our hands” could mean farming, raising sheep and goats, living in a mud hut by a stream hunting, fishing, and gathering.  Sorry to tell you that there won’t be Internet access in a cave, or a tent in the desert.  In the days ahead, we will have to depend totally on Abba for everything—including food, and multiplication of food. I’ve seen that.  Both men and women: Let go of pride.  Humble yourself, and He will exalt you. (I Peter 5)

I was an ordained minister in a mainstream charismatic group … so I had the blond hair, the acrylic painted fingernails, the nice suits, the right make-up, 

and looked the accepted “part”.  He took me into the wilderness of Jordan, into the Negev Desert, into a Muslim nation for eight years, and there He taught me how He wanted me to look, how He wanted me to think, how He wanted me to act, and how He wanted me to serve Him. Everyone must pass the wilderness test, to know what is in their heart (Deuteronomy 8:2-3) 

If we intend to be His disciple--and thus rule and reign with Him in His Kingdom--then we must prepare, and not be like the lazy foolish virgins, to whom He said, “Truly, I say to you, `I do not know you’ ”.   

At the end of my eight years in Aqaba, Abba gave me these verses and sent me in and out of Israel, and to other nations. In the days ahead, these words will be literal for those who endure and overcome:

Hebrews 11:8-10, 13-16: “By faith, Abraham obeyed when he was called to go 

out to a place which he was about to receive as an inheritance. And he went out, not knowing where he was going. By faith, he sojourned in the land of promise as a stranger, dwelling in tents with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise, for he was looking for a city having foundations, whose builder and maker is Elohim…In faith all died, not having received the promises, but seeing them from a distance, welcoming and embracing them, and confessing that they were aliens and strangers on the earth. For those who speak this way make it clear that they seek a fatherland. And yet, if they had indeed kept remembering that place from which they had come out, they would have had the chance to return. But now, they long for a better place--that is, a heavenly place. Therefore, Elohim is not ashamed to be called their Elohim, for He has prepared a city for them.” Hebrews 13:14: “For we have no continuing city here, but we seek the one coming”. 

“No one, having put their hand to the plow, and looking back, is fit for the Kingdom of Elohim.”  (Luke 9:62)

Yes, many survivors in these days will live in tents.  We are called to follow Him wherever He goes, without crabbing and complaining, fearful and whining. 
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Get real, your house and property is being taken from you, or will be shortly, for in America there is a Communist take over going on, and a beast system rising worldwide. Before long, you will have nothing, and maybe not even your physical life.  We must stay focused on His coming Kingdom, where our rewards will be. 

Matthew 6:19-21: “DO NOT lay up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy and thieves break through and steal!  But, lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven…For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also”.  If your treasure is on this earth, your heart is on this earth in this world system, and your destination will be with the god of this world.  If your Treasure now sits in heaven, waiting to return, then you will be with your Treasure forever.  

Is your heart on Revelation 19-22?  If you love this world, the love of Abba Yahuweh is not in you. (I John 2:15-17)  For this world is very fast gathering together around a beast system that will produce a composite beast “person”—

the “son of the destroyer” --the resurrected Apollo/Osiris/Nimrod – Lucifer’s son in flesh to rule over the world. If you love this world now, then you will go the way of the world, and receive the great deception to come (II Thessalonians 2:8-12). 

Are you warning your neighbors, family, friends, the sleepy ones, the lost that wander aimlessly through their life—those at your work, in the malls, on the 

beach, in the homeless shelters, the prisons, the hospitals, and on and on ???

If not, why?  What excuse will you give the Master before the “judgment seat of Messiah” for not being a faithful servant?  Are you sharing the Good News of the Kingdom and the coming King? Are you telling Christians they need to guard the Shabbat, the festivals, His dietary rules, and prepare for the coming Kingdom ON EARTH?  If not, why? 

II Corinthians 5:7, 9-11a: “…for we walk by faith, not by sight…So we also make it our aim to be well pleasing to Him, whether being at home, or being away 

from home. For we all must appear before the judgment seat of Messiah, in order for each one to receive according to what he has done in the body, 

whether good or evil.  Knowing therefore, the fear of Yahuweh, we persuade men…” (II Timothy 2:19-21 and I Corinthians 3:10-15)  All the sheep must pass under the rod…  Are you prepared to stand before Him?

Letting go: Let go of all that holds you to this world, to all desires that cause you to leave His side.  Keep your eyes on Him, who is soon to come!

Walk the Hard Road – fast, pray, deny yourself, and bring your flesh into subjection. We have such a short time now to align ourselves to Him.

What are you juggling in your arms that will cause His truth to fall in the street?  It is time to be alone, to meditate, and let Him speak to our heart.
